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THE PROBLEM OF AN ADOLESCENT COMING OF AGE AS
REPRESENTED IN ENGLISH JUVENILE LITERATURE
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The article is centered on the problem of an adolescent coming of
age as represented in artistic prose. Analysis is based on Cecelia Ahern’s
novel «The Book of Tomorrow”. The main heroine initially conflicting
with the adult world undergoes the process of growing up and becomes a
personality who overcomes the egocentric views and loneliness.
